Tales from the Crypt ( literally)

After last weeks lack lustre performance in 30+ milesl of nasty wet horse dropping laden roads of Central Park with my new larger width Zipp 404 Firecrest wheels amateurishly rubbing the brake pads for the entire race, I was hoping for brighter horizons this week. 

Open to the public Spring races are always fun as lack of training and bike handling skills make a bad combination for keeping ones bike vertical as we saw from the Cat 3/4 race put on by Anthony Van Dunk ( rumor has it - 4 crashes ensued due to 150 rider field.)

So back to today's race. I entered the race with a little bit of reluctance as I knew that as a season opener it would mean nervous riders with rusty handling skills. Small representation by Foundation as apart from 2 of us -  most of the elite team was down in sunny Florida for a crit.

Given the required braking of the pack through the chicane-like S turns,  combined with the small hill - people would riding above their threshold. 

The race started off fast with 2 local riders taking off from the front. The beauty of an early breakaway in a crit is that the leaders pedal full speed through the turns while the pack creates an accordian effect while slamming on the breaks and accelerating out of the turns. I decided to play it safe and hang to the back after the first 5 laps had several near crashes with riders bumping elbows, yelling, and  jostling for top position. The winter potholes combined with a multitude of man hole covers and drainage grates were a bit of an annoyance rattling my nice new carbon fiber wheels.  All seemed ok after the 20th lap when suddenly in the middle of the straightest part of the course someone tried to move up aggressively swerving and proceeded to take down 5 riders into the curb, including one of CRCA - Adlers top riders.  In order to avoid piling into them I had to slam on the breaks and come to a full stop.   

Spent most of the next lap chasing back on, but the rough course had taken a toll on my sprained wrist ( ski injury) and rather than risk an unhappy ending or end up like Ulysees S. Grant - I decided to throw in the towel. 

Tune in next week for my continued embedded racer editorials as I continue my chronicles entitled " how to race into shape." You'll have to scour the internet for the final results as I am already back skiing up in the Catskills.

I finished the 124 miles in just a hare over five hours. I was in the first chase group or what might be called the main field. Although from what I heard half the field didn't even bother starting the second lap. Less then 60 finished in all. It's hard just holding position in a 150+ person field. I managed ok on the first lap. We hit a loose section on Beeker Rd and guys had to get off and run. I was one of the last guys to make it through on the bike. After that I swiftly proceeded to go straight off the road and in to a ditch on the dirt decent. Kept it upright and got back in to the group right as we hit the base of the first hump on Meeting House Rd. I didn't dare look back until we made it down the paved decent and were firmly headed towards Stage Rd. I was the last person in a line of about forty. No more teammates to help. Shit. Now I actually have to try and finish. I dangled really bad on Stage Rd. Made it back to what was left of the field on the paved decent only to be immediately put in the gutter on the flat run in to Cambridge. Seeing the 1K to go banner was demoralizing as it really meant 100 and 1K to go. I lost the wheel a little bit past town and couldn't close it. Felt bad for the guys stuck behind my pathetic effort to get back to the wheel in front of me so I offered the rider behind me a hand sling. He took it and made the junction back to the group. A managed to hop on. Last in line again. Right after the first dirt section on second lap the winners finally decided to relieve us of their presence. Over Juniper Swamp the second time around the pace had settled down and what was left of the big teams took over controlling what was left of the field. So instead of going 30mph we were now plodding along at a pedestrian 25mph. Everyone was content with that for a while. I started to feel better. All hell broke loose when we hit Mountain Rd for the second time (it's the second dirt section before meeting house) and we went back to full gas. Managed to again stay on my bike on Beeker Rd and this time I even managed to keep the bike on the road. Meeting House was just one long line but I felt better this time and rode it near the front. Went with a move immediately after the decent but we weren't going anywhere. Still I was happy that I didn't feel like total death anymore. Felt even better on Stage Rd and went with a move over the top that got brought back on the decent. The run in to the sprint was slow and twitchy. I braked in the final corner and that was curtains for me. 37th was my official place. I was happy to finish my first UCI road race.

However, we as a team were relegated because one team member was believed to have failed to register. There is a new system in place that is computerized and counts the number of riders.  At 100 the A and B fields are closed (so it is important to get to registration very early). The CRCA believes one of our riders did not register (arrived after registration was closed as the 100 rider limit was reached) nor give his rider release form. Our rider maintains he did and that the marshal advised him he was good to go. 

After the race the CRCA did not find a release form for the rider so the CRCA board decided to DQ him, suspend him for the next race and relegate the entire A team. I asked for an appeal so we could: 

- find out if the CRCA counted and matched the release forms with the race participants, 

- speak to the marshals working the registration desk that said they know our rider but did not remember if he signed in or not.  

Bottom-line it was a case of he said she said and they did not believe our rider and did not allow us an appeal. 

We looked into filing a grievance with USA Cycling, which we are entitled to do, but decided against that as it would only make things worse. We will survive and flourish. I love what the board has done this year and I don't have to agree with every decision they make.  Personally, I think they threw the book at us, however, today is another day.
